e Materials: Artists are responsible for providing their own painting supplies (easels,
canvases, paints, brushes, etc.).

e Original Artwork: All entries must be original works of art created by the participating
artist during the Paint Out event.

e Clean Up: Artists are responsible for cleaning up their painting area and disposing of any
waste properly. Leave no trace.

Submission:
e Completed paintings must be submitted to the designated registration/submission area
at Sturgeon City by 2:00pm.
e Each artist may submit only one painting for the contest.

Judging and Voting:

e Exhibition: All entries will be displayed at the Sturgeon City Environmental Education
Center for one week following the event.

e Voting: Voting will be conducted both in-person at the Center and online via social
media (Facebook and Instagram) voting will be based on comments and likes on specific
image.

e Voting Period: Saturday, April 18, 2026 to Friday, April 24, 2026 at 2pm.

e The painting with the most votes (combined in-person and online) will be declared the
winner.

Grand Prize (Adult/Overall): $200 Cash
Youth Prize (Under 18): $100 Cash

The winner will be notified by phone or email provided by Monday, April 27, 2026.
